About Auditions
If you plan to audition for a leading role, you will be asked to sing part of one or both of the following songs:

The Captain - “Edelweiss”

Maria, All Children – “The Sound of Music” and/or “My Favorite Things”

The Mother Abbess– “Climb Every Mountain”

Rolf and Liesl – “Sixteen Going on Seventeen”

Chorus – “The Sound of Music” and maybe “How Do You Solve a Problem Like Maria” 

NO READING IS REQUIRED.  YOU WILL AUDITION AS A GROUP.

After the singing auditions, those trying out for: The Captain, Maria, The Children, Elsa, Max, Rolf and The Mother Abbess and maybe Herr Zeller will be asked to read several short scenes.  
It is not a requirement to attend all of the audition dates. You may if you wish. Please know that others who have not auditioned will have priority. If there are a large number of people auditioning, it could be a long wait.
Auditions results will ONLY be posted on the Whole Backstage website at www.wholebackstage.com after 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 8th, 2008.

About Rehearsals
If you are cast, you are making a commitment of time. Since there will only be 10 weeks to prepare, it will be IMPORTANT for everyone to schedule all other activities around THE SOUND OF MUSIC rehearsals. 

I am directing USO and rehearsals for that show will be in progress during most of April and the first of May.
We will have a full cast meeting of “The Sound of Music” on Saturday, April 19 at 10:00 a.m. in reception room 1 of the WBS Playhouse. Scripts, music and a tentative master schedule will be issued at that time along with some additional information. We will also MEASURE FOR COSTUMES on that date. It is very important that you be here.

Two full chorus rehearsals for the nuns are scheduled for Sunday April 20th at 2:00 p.m. and May 5th at 6:30 p.m. As time progresses, more rehearsals will be scheduled. Mid May will begin most of our blocking (stage movement) rehearsals. 
WORK DAYS will be scheduled throughout, mostly on Saturdays. Since this is community theatre all cast members are expected to help build, paint, sew, clean and prepare for the show.
May and early June rehearsals will be scheduled according to scenes and not entire cast calls.  The end of June will begin our complete run of the acts.  

Until the show has been cast, it is often difficult to schedule all rehearsals in advance. Most of the rehearsals will be scheduled on Tuesdays, Thursdays and Sundays. As time progresses, more and longer rehearsals will be scheduled. 
Performance dates are July 24, 25, 26, 31 and August 1 and 2, 2008.

General Rules for Rehearsal and Performances

Alcoholic Beverages are not permitted anytime. Smoking will not be permitted on stage, backstage, or in the dressing rooms.  You may smoke outside on the loading dock and outside the green room only during a break.  Discard any ashes or butts in proper receptacles.

Please keep the auditorium clean and neat. Food and drink permitted on the stage and backstage areas only.

I would like to take this time to thank you for your participation by auditioning.  This will be a difficult task to choose the right people for the parts. Please understand that not everyone will be chosen and others that are chosen might not get the role they audition for. Please remember that it will be important for everyone to schedule all other activities around these major rehearsals.
