Board of Directors Scholarship Committee.

QUALIFICATIONS and SELECTION

Applicants must plan to enroll in college in 2026. Scholarship awards will be decided by the WBS Board of
Directors Scholarship Committee and based on a review of submitted applications, essays, personal interviews,
teacher and WBS Director recommendations. Priority will be given to applicants based on their past and current
WBS involvement and academic achievement, specifically in the performing arts.

COMPLETE APPLICATIONS MUST BE RECEIVED BY NO LATER THAN Friday, April 10, 2026.
Applications received after that date will not be considered. All applicants will receive a letter prior to June 1st
letting them know if they did or did not receive the scholarship. Recipients will also be announced at their school’s
Awards Day Ceremony and recognized throughout The Whole Backstage social media channels.
